But the army of Pharaoh pursued the Israelites. When the people of
Israel reached the Red Sea, they mumbled each other and wept in great anxiety,
saying, "What should we do now?

Saul was a Roman citizen involved in punishing and persecuting Christians.
He was very educated and worked as a government official. He was the one who
had been keeping the clothes of those who had stoned Stephen, the first martyr
of the Church. One day he went on o Damascus with the authorized letters of
Jewish high priests in order fo bring Christians to Jerusalem as captives. When
he was approaching Damascus, suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him.
He fell o the ground and heard a voice saying to him,

“Saul, Saul, why do you
persecute me?”



Being afraid of the voice, he asked, "Who are you, Lord?" And the reply came
from heaven, "I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. But get up and enter the
city, and you will be told what you are to do."

The men who were traveling with him stood speechless because they heard
the voice but saw no one. Saul got up from the ground. He opened his eyes, but
could see nothing. He had lost his eyesight. The people with him led him to Da-
mascus and brought him to the house of 'Judas’ where he stayed for three days,
spending time in prayer without eating or drinking anything.

After three days, the Lord commanded a priest named Ananias, who was a
strong devotee of Jesus, to go to Saul. Ananias came to the house of Judas and
laid his hands on him and prayed. Immediately something like scales of fish fell
from his eyes, and his sight was restored.

Having realized his sins, Saul had repented and accepted Jesus Christ as his
Lord and Saviour. Then he got baptized, received the name 'Paul’ and became the
apostle of Christ. Hence, the persecutor of the church had become its nourisher,
who went on to different parts of the earth and preached the gospel of Christ. St.
Paul is also included among the disciples of Jesus Christ. In AD 67, Emperor Nero
had murdered him by sword, and he became a martyr. And the Church celebrates
the commemoration of St. Paul along with St. Peter, the head of the disciples, on

June 29 every year.
